Born in Erkrath, Germany, in 1937, Prof. Manfred Lahnstein isa graduate of the University of Cologne School of Business Administration
(1961). He served as Secretary-General of the Trade Unions in Dusseldotf and as Head of Cabinet of the European Commission (1967-
1973). He later became Head of the Federal Chancellor's Bureau (1980-1982) and in 1982 Minister of Finance of the Federal Republic
of Germany. :

Professor Lahnstein held senior positions in the Bertelsmann communication and publishing corporation, one of the largest in its field
in the world (1983-2004). He was president of its Electronic Media Division and chaitman of its New Media Committee; he also served
as Special Representative of the Board of Bertelsmann. Since 1994, he has been a partner in an international consulting company. From
1993-2005, he was a member of the Trilateral Commission, which works to strengthen relations among industrialized democracies in
the Buropean Union, Pacific Asia and North America. He is currently Professor of Cultural Management at the Hamburg Academy
of Music and Art, Chairman of the Board of Trustees of the Zeit Foundation and a member of the supervisory boards of several
international consulting companies. Professor Lahnstein has published many articles, and his fourth book was printed this year. He was
awarded the Federal Cross of Merit, First Class, for his multifarious activities.

While serving as President of the German-Israel Friendship Society (1993-2006), he was named Deputy Chairman of the University
of Haifa's Board of Governors, and in 2001 was elected Chairman, a position he held until 2007. Professor Lahnstein made his wide-
ranging international connections available to the University which he assisted in fundraising, establishing new contacts and increasing
its expostite among the countries of Europe. He is married to Sonja, who serves as chaitperson of the German Friends Association of
the University of Haifa.
